Average Higher temperatures — extremes
greater

Average Higher amount of Heavy rainfall
Effects more extreme in South

- second half of Century increase In
temperatures will be 4 degrees greater

*The Stern Review makes it clear that not acting is
likely to cost more than acting early

*This means adapting to the changes already in the
system

*Green house gases here now will affect the climate
for the next 100 years

*Reducing (mitigating) the future impacts by reducing
emissions
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Emissions Paths to Stabilisation
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Yes — that means a reduction of
over 60%
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Taking urgent action is good
economics

*Expected cost of cutting emissions consistent with a
550ppm

*CO2 stabilisation averages 1% of GDP per year.

New markets will be created: worth over $500bn a year
by 2050

Climate policy consistent with energy access, energy
security, air quality.

«Strong mitigation is fully consistent with the aspirations
for growth and development
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Not taking urgent action is bad
economics

o If we don’t act our ability to negotiate at international
level for large reductions undermined

«Sooner (not later) the climate may change in an
irreversible  way

«Sea level rises will result in intense inward population
migration pressures dwarfing our current experience

*Flash floods and riverside flooding will increase in
frequency and intensity

eInsurance costs will continue to rise — including flood
defence contributions regionally

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The Kirklees record

« By 2005 Kirklees we had installed 5% of the UK's total PV and Solar
tr}e[]mal Cﬁpacity leading the Guardian Newspaper to proclaim us "Greenest
of them all”

« Warmzone + Kirklees is the Nation's largest ever scheme and the only one
to reach 140,000 Homes regardless of home owner income. Investment
equals £21 million over 3 years for free loft and cavity wall insulation, low
energy light bulbs and home energy checks . The authority anticipates CO2
savings of 23,000-55,000 tonnes per annum or 2.02 - 5.56% from it's 2005
Domestic Sector emissions baseline.

« The £1,200,000 allocated during budget 2007 for the development of
District Heat, Power and Cooling infrastructure should deliver CO2 saving
per annum of 114, 000 tonnes or 4.85% of the districts total emissions at
2005 baseline.

The Kirklees record

£45,000 is being invested over 3 years to ensure planning

applicants wishing to install renewable technology can do so for
free.

We were the first authority in the UK to introduce a corporate
renewable energy policy requiring that at least 30% of all energy
needs in newly procured council property, large-scale extensions or

major refurbishments - including housing - came from embedded
renewable generation.

Kirklees Council is presently still the only successful Local Authority
Carbon Trader in the UK



KIRKLEES WARMZONE

Kirklees Budget 2007 — Investment
 £21 million over 3 years invested in free home insulation

e Largest UK Warmzone scheme 140,000 Homes saving 23,000-
55,000 tonnes of carbon per annum (10% of Borough’s Housing
emissions)

e £1,200,000 over 4 years for the development of District Heat,
Power and Cooling from Biomass in Dewsbury

e« £150,000 over 2 years to support small/community scale biomass
Kirklees Budget 2007 — Savings

5% reduction in the council’s own waste, doubled reduction
targets for energy consumption, targets for reduced water
consumption etc
