· Reduce, reuse, recycle and recover as much waste as possible

· Ensure the integration of strategies and proposals for sustainable waste management.

· Support the urgent provision of a combination of facilities and other waste management initiatives which best meets environmental, social and economic needs for their areas
What are the outcomes and how will we measure this policy?

· A significant reduction in waste production in the Region.  Measured by:

· Amount of waste produced

· Significant increase in the quantity of waste reused and recycled in the Region. Measured by:

· Amount of waste re-used and recycled
What are the risks of failing to deliver?

· Failure to meet regional targets for waste reduction, re-use and recycling will leads to increased cost on local authorities as landfill tax burden increases and a worsening of the contribution that landfill makes to climate change
How are we performing?

· AMR 2007 revealed 

Who is involved and how?
· Local Authorities will prepare Local Development Frameworks that supports the provision of an integrated waste management network.  They will make development control decisions to encourage waste management facilities. Waste disposal and collection strategies will be prepared.  Community strategies will raise the profile of waste management as an objective which will assist in behavioural change.  
· Waste Management Industry will make investment and development decisions in support of the provision of a network of facilities
· Retailers will make procurement decisions which involve using less material and promoting the recycling of electronic equipment.  

· The public will make consumer and household choices which assist in the movement of waste further up the waste hierarchy

· Businesses will ensure that through Environmental Management actions they produce less waste and ensure that they re-use materials more

· The Environment Agency will provide licensing arrangements
