· Quantity and condition of historic attributes.

· Local Authorities will prepare policies in LDFs and ensure the policy is implemented through Development Control decisions.  
· English Heritage through its projects, actions and Townscape Heritage Initiaitve

· Yorkshire Forward through the Renaissance Market Towns and Urban Renaissance Programmes and the Townscape Heritage Initiative
Proposed timescale and funding for this work

· Local Authorities will need to bring forward their Local Development Frameworks as soon as is practicable to reflect the RSS.  The estimated time for Core Strategy completion across the region is by 2015.  
· Funding for this work will come from the Heritage Lottery Fund, Yorkshire Forward and S106 contributions
