Policy T9 – Transport Investment and Management Priorities
What are the headlines?

Plans, strategies, programmes should deliver transport priorities. Priority should be given to stronger demand management, improving public transport in and to Leeds and Sheffield and improving access to the Humber ports.  Proposals should:

· make the best use of existing infrastructure;

· be based on a multi modal approach;

· adopt a  presumption against increasing highway capacity except where it is a regional priority or is essential to regeneration or environmental enhancement.

Local Development Frameworks should take account of the transport priorities in terms of land use and by including appropriate policies.

Other transport proposals supporting sub-area policies should be included in Local Transport Plans and Local Development Frameworks and be taken forward by relevant bodies.
What are the outcomes and how will we measure this policy?

· The region has progressed its delivery of a number of the regional transport priorities People residing in the rural areas of the Measured through:
· Delivery of public transport priorities.

· Delivery of road-based transport priorities.
Who is involved and how?
· Regional Transport Board will determine regional transport investment programmes

· Local Authorities will highlight strategic transport requirements through spatial vision and policies in LDFs and ensure the policy is implemented through Development Control decisions.  They will prepare Local Transport Plans.  
· Passenger Transport Authorities will prepare investment plans and make decisions and prepare Local Transport Plans
· Highways Agency will prepare investment plans and make decisions

· Network Rail will prepare Route Utilisation Strategies and make decisions through investment planning

· Bus and Port Operators will take investment decisions

· Airport Operators will prepare Airport Masterplans
