The present Five Towns concept does not address the means by which the

identified and urgently needed improvements can be delivered.

Knottingley has excellent potential for improved transportation links:
e Rail communications to many destinations regionally. Leeds
City Station 1s approximately 20 minutes travel time.
e The town lies on the nationally strategic junction of the M62 and
A1M, in close proximity to junctions M62/M18 & M62/M1.
o The Aire and Calder Canal, which flows through the town.

e Additional bus routes, cycleways and pathways.

To enable the growth and regeneration of the deprived community of
Knottingley, the RSS needs to provide for a review of the Green Belt, which
was established in 1966. The subsequent construction of the M62 to the south,
and the rerouting of the A1(M) to the west, provide the opportunity for new

well defined Green Belt boundaries, to be enduring and defensible.

9, Caddick control much of the land and are in discussion with stakeholders such
as Wakefield & District Housing, British Waterways Board, Network Rail,

UK Coal. The regeneration concept is deliverable and, over the period of the



RSS, could provide about 6,000 houses, commencing by 2010.

10. The Knottingley regeneration project will be predominantly private sector led

and funded.

11. Of the four approaches, it is clear that the Knottingley regeneration proposals
sit well with Approach 2 ‘Major Urban Expansion’, albeit on a small scale,
and/or Approach 4 ‘Growth Points and Growth Areas’. Indeed, one of the
prioritized four Growth Point locations in the Leeds City Region is the Five

Towns, with delivery anticipated to commence between 2010 and 2013.
