
Updating the Strategic Housing Market Assessments

The Practice Guidance sets out a framework to develop a good understanding of how housing markets work.  This official guidance has been followed to develop a suite of consistent SHMAs across the Yorkshire and Humber Region.  These SHMAs are 'living documents'.  Local partnerships may wish to add to these existing SHMAs as more detailed local data becomes available and to include additional information relating to analysis available below the district level.  

Official guidance also recommends that SHMAs are kept up to date and refreshed regularly as data updates are available. This will ensure that the framework remains in place to enable partnerships to call on robust evidence to inform the development of spatial planning and housing policies.

The Practice Guidance sets out the importance of regularly monitoring trends and activities in housing market areas as an element of the 'plan, monitor, manage' approach to planning for housing and monitoring should be undertaken on a continuous and proactive basis. While the guidance states that comprehensive housing market assessment exercises should not need to be undertaken more frequently than every five years they do need to be updated and reviewed regularly.  

This paper sets out the data used to compile this suite of SHMAs.  Where available the date of the next update is provided so that consideration can be given to a timetable for refreshing the SHMA.

As set out in our summary report for this commission the SHMAs have been finalised in the context of significant housing market and wider economic change.  This makes the regular updating of key indicators essential.  While it is recognised that local circumstances may vary we would recommend regular review of the following indicators:

· Household and population projections

· Vacancy levels

· Housing completions and affordable housing completions

· House prices

· Residence based earnings

This will support regular review of whether the trajectories identified in the SHMA are continuing or there is housing market change.  In addition to review of these (on at least an annual basis) partnerships will need to be mindful of any specific research (local, sub-regional, regional or national) which provides an analysis of significant housing market change and consider whether there are implications for the SHMA.
